Mr. Horowitz noted that new walk-off matting was installed in the rear entrance of the library. 
On a motion by Mr. Weimer, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to go forward with the HVAC replacement/repair project.

Motion by Mr. Weimer, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel to approve the application of The Board of Trustees of the North Babylon Public Library for HVAC replacement in accordance with Town Code and all Engineering comments addressed.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposal for the 3D Printer including the scanner and supplies at a cost not to exceed $4,499.03 as presented in Exhibit C.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mr. Weimer, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to go into executive session to discuss matters relating to personnel issues at 7:02 p.m.

On a motion by Mr. Weimer, seconded Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 8:01 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.
