The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Mrs. Fogel, at 6:04 p.m.    Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.   Dr. Wroblewski joined the meeting at 6:05 p.m.  Ms. Hare was absent with prior notice.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the minutes of the December 16, 2014 meeting.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programing Fund Treasurer’s Report for December. 

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for December.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for December.

The Director’s Statistical Report for December was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 778. 

The Trustees discussed the proposed operating budget for the 2015/2016 fiscal year. On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposed budget for the 2015/2016 fiscal year as presented in Exhibit A.

Mr. Horowitz advised the Board concerning matters relating to the budget vote and election to be held on April 14, 2015 in the library.  On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Fogel, it was unanimously agreed by a roll call vote to approve the resolution and public notice as presented in Exhibit B.  It was further agreed that the legal notice be published as required by statute.  The resolution and public notice are appended to these minutes.  
The Board reviewed and discussed the Message from the Board of Trustees, for publication in the March-April 2015 issue of the library’s newsletter.  On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Message from the Board of Trustees, March-April 2015 with amendments as presented in Exhibit C.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to proceed with HVAC and boiler upgrade, to accept the proposal for architectural services submitted by Paul Cataldo in the amount of $3,000, approval of the SEQRA statement, and to proceed with roof repairs requiring a Johns-Mansville approved roofing contractor (R.W. Plotke) as presented in Exhibit D.
Resolution Recognizing Type II SEQRA Action

· Whereas, the Board of Trustees of the North Babylon Public Library have proposed an HVAC project (replacement of 2 roof mounted HVAC compressors housing units and 1 boiler located in the basement)

· Whereas, this Board, by motion dated 1/20/2015 declared itself to be the Lead Agency for purposes of SEQRA; and

· Whereas, this project is a Type II Action for the purposes of SEQRA pursuant to 6NYCRR617.5(c)(1) as it involves HVAC replacement does not require a change in zoning our use variance, and is, therefore, not subject to review pursuant to SEQRA; and;

Be it resolved

· That this project has been determined to not have a significant impact on the environment and is not subject to further review under SEQRA.

· This resolution shall take effect immediately.

Motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, to approve the application of the Board of Trustees of the North Babylon Public Library for HVAC replacement in accordance with Town Code and all Engineering comments addressed.

The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Reports were noted.
