MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, MARCH 17, 2015
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Mrs. Fogel, at 6:19 p.m.    Dr. Wroblewski, Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.  Ms. Hare was absent with prior notice.  
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the February 17, 2015 Board meeting.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for February.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for February.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for February.

The Director’s Statistical Report for February was noted with one correction.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 780.

The Board noted a letter from Mrs. Susan Savage MacDonald informing the Library of the passing of former Director Mr. John Savage on December 26, 2014.  The letter and obituary are included in Exhibit A.
Mr. Horowitz reported to the Trustees his decision to close the library due to snow is made from the library.  Mr. Horowitz arrives at the library early to assess the road conditions, and if the weather warrants a closure or delayed opening, he calls the staff accordingly.
Mr. Horowitz reported that the Town of Babylon repaired a large crater located at the Cooper Avenue driveway entrance to the Library’s parking lot.

Mr. Horowitz outlined and discussed the requirements for New York State Tax Freeze Resolution with the Trustees.    A referendum was tabled until the next meeting of the Board.
The Trustees discussed matters relating to the Library Budget Vote and Election.  Mr. Horowitz reported Mrs. Anna Fogel submitted a nominating petition for re-election as Library Trustee for the term beginning July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2020.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Annual Report for Public and Association Libraries for 2014  as presented in Exhibit B with one correction.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to designate New York Commercial Bank as a depository for the Library fund and Cultural Programming accounts.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposal submitted by Facility Solutions Group to install lighting dimmers in two locations at a cost not to exceed $1,824.36 as presented in Exhibit C.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to discard the following damaged maintenance equipment:  (1) Royal vacuum (Model No. M1058), (1) Sanitaire vacuum (Model No. SC899) 
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Report was noted.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to authorize Girl Scout Troop 2471 to use the meeting room, subject to availability, in the month of April.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session at 6:51 p.m. to discuss personnel issues.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 8:25 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.
