The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Mrs. Fogel, at 6:11 p.m.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the June 16, 2015 Board meeting.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for June.

Mr. Horowitz advised the Trustees that the Simplex Grinnel contract to monitor and maintain our fire alarm system has expired and was replaced with a new contract with Briscoe Protective Systems.  Mr. Horowitz reported Joseph Rivera, Custodian, is in the process of repainting the meeting room.  Mr. Horowitz discussed a press release from the Office of the NYS Comptroller, Thomas P. DiNapoli announcing the property tax growth for local governments will be capped at less than one percent for the 2016 fiscal year. The allowable tax levy growth factor will be .73 for agencies that operate on a calendar-base fiscal year.

The Trustees viewed and discussed Short Takes for Trustees, Part 5 of 10 covering Library Policies. 
The Trustees reviewed and discussed the revised Page Handbook. On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Fogel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the revisions in the Page Handbook as presented in Exhibit A.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve Leave Without Pay for Mrs. Katarzyna Szmidt,  P.T. Library Clerk, 09/28/15 – 10/10/15.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the application of Fairfield Green Owners’ Corporation to use the meeting room in the month of October, pending availability.
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Report was noted.
On a motion by Mrs. Fogel, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session to discuss personnel matters at 6:30 p.m.
