The meeting was called to order in the Library by the Vice President, Dr. Wroblewski at 6:52 p.m.    Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present. Two guests were also present.  Mrs. Fogel and Ms. Hare were absent with prior notice.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2016 Annual Reorganization Meeting and the July 19, 2016 Board Meeting.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the amended Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for June.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for July.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for July.

Mr. Horowitz reported that News 12 was at the Library to cover the proposition to purchase the property adjacent to the Library and how it will alleviate the parking problems.
 Mr. Horowitz discussed his attendance at the East Hampton Library’s Author’s Night.  The event was a fundraiser for East Hampton Library which featured a hundred authors in attendance to meet with guests who purchased personally signed copies of their books.  The proceeds are used for services and programs throughout the year.
The Board discussed matters relating to the HVAC /Boiler Replacement Project.   On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposal submitted by Enviroscience Consulting, Inc. to perform air quality testing before, during and after the boiler removal process at a cost not to exceed $2,885 as presented in Exhibit A.
The Trustees discussed matters relating to the property acquisition at 210 Cooper Road.  On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to issue payments associated with the property closing costs, should the closing take place prior to the next meeting of the Board in September. 
The Board reviewed and discussed the Mail Policy.  On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to reaffirm the Mail Policy as presented in Exhibit B.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to discard (1) IBM Wheelwriter 50 Typerwriter Series II – Serial No. 11-0035716.

The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Report was noted.

The floor was opened to remarks from the guests.
