MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 15, 2016
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the Vice President, Dr. Wroblewski, at 6:04 p.m.   Mrs. Schechtel, Ms. Hare, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.  Mrs. Fogel was absent with prior notice.

Two guests were also present.

The floor was opened for remarks from the guests. The guests addressed the Trustees. The guests left at 6:15 p.m. 
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded Mrs. Schechtel, it was agreed to approve the minutes of the October 18, 2016 meeting.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for October.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for October.

On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for October.

The Director’s Statistical Report for October was noted.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 804. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare it was unanimously agreed to approve the Disbursements from the November Cultural Programming Fund.

A thank you noted from Mrs. Costello was noted as presented in Exhibit A.
The Trustees cast individual votes to elect a Trustee to represent the Towns of Babylon and Islip on the SCLS Board in compliance with SCLS By-Laws as presented in Exhibit B.  

The Trustees discussed matters relating to the Suffolk Cooperative Library System.  The proposed SCLS Operating Budget for 2017 was reviewed.    On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the SCLS Operating Budget for 2017 as presented in Exhibit C.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minimum wage increase mandated by New York State of $10.00 per hour mandated effective 12/31/16 and associated Page increases as presented in Exhibit D.  The Library’s increments will be effective 12/19/16.
The Trustees reviewed a proposal submitted by Paul Cataldo for architectural services needed for New York State Education Department approval to proceed with the parking lot project.  The discussion was tabled until the next meeting of the Board at which time two additional proposals will be available for consideration.
On a motion by Ms. Hare seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to start the bid process to upgrade security services.  It was also agreed to begin the process of researching possible upgrades of the surveillance system including additional cameras with enhanced image quality. 

The Trustees discussed the upcharge submitted by Sandpebble Project Management. On a motion by Ms. Hare seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to issue a check to Sandpebble Project Management in the amount of $3,482.01, the balance of the original proposal.
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head’s Report was noted. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session to discuss personnel matters at 6:44 p.m. 
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 7:38 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.
The next meeting of the Board will be held on December 20, 2016 at 6:00 p.m.

On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 7:38 p.m.
