MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, MARCH 21, 2017
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the Secretary, Ms. Hare, at 6:39 p.m.    Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.  Mrs. Fogel and Dr. Wroblewski were absent with prior notice.  One guest was present.
The floor was opened for remarks from guests.  The guest left the meeting at 6:43 p.m.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the February 21, 2017 Board meeting.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for February.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for February.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for February.

The Director’s Statistical Report for February was noted.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 808

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the March Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
Mr. Horowitz reported in response to President Trump’s proposal to eliminate the Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) in his just released FY2018 budget—and with it effectively all federal funding for libraries of all kinds—ALA President Julie B. Todaro on March 16 issued a statement: “This proposal is counterproductive and short-sighted.   The ALA will mobilize its members, congressional library champions, and the millions of people the Association serves in every zip code to keep those ill-advised proposed cuts from becoming a reality.
Mr. Horowitz discussed the roof curb issues associated with the HVAC replacement project.  There is a possibility that the existing curbs will not accommodate the new units. 

If that is the case, new curb will have to be fabricated before the units can be placed. 
Mr. Horowitz advised the Trustees of damages to the library stockade fencing over the winter months.  Wayside Fencing was contacted and will visit to prepare an estimate and submit a proposal for repairs.
Mr. Horowitz attended a Director’s meeting at the newly-renovated John Jermain Library in Sag Harbor.  
The Trustees discussed matters relating to the Library Budget Vote and Election.  Mr. Horowitz reported Tory T. Hare submitted a nominating petition for re-election as Library Trustee for the term beginning July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2022. 
The Trustees reviewed and discussed the proposal options for roof curbs associated with the HVAC replacement project. As discussed earlier in the meeting, if the existing curbs cannot accommodate the new units, new curbs will be fabricated at a cost of $60,000 as presented in the proposal appended to these minutes.  There will be additional costs for ironwork and roofing repairs. On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the additional costs, if necessary, for new curbing in the amount of $60,000, associated costs for roof repairs in the amount of $10,000, and an additional $10,000 for ironwork, at a total cost not to exceed $80,000.
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Report was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session at 6:56 p.m. to discuss personnel issues.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 7:50 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.

The next meeting of the Board will be held on Tuesday, April 18, 2017 at 6:00 p.m.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 p.m.
