MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 20, 2018
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Mrs. Fogel, at 6:05 p.m.  
Dr. Wroblewski, Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. Leibowitz, Ms. Hare, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary, were present.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the minutes of the January 16, 2018 meeting.

On a motion by Ms. Hare seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programing Fund Treasurer’s Report for January.
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for January.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for January.

The Director’s Statistical Report for January was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 819. 

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Disbursements from Cultural Programming Fund for the month of February.
A thank you note was received from Our Lady of Lourdes Parish Outreach for the Winter Tree donations of hat, gloves and scarves as presented in Exhibit A.
Mr. Horowitz advised the Trustees he will attend Library Legislation Day in Albany on February 28th to meet with our Legislators and will lobby on behalf of libraries for New York State Funding.  Mr. Horowitz reported that he and Mr. Rivera are sanding and staining the circulation desks which over the years have become damaged and in need of refurbishing. 
The Trustees discussed matters relating to the Library Budget Vote and Election. On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to appoint Mr. Anthony Scelso as Clerk for the Library Election.  On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to approve the appointment of election personnel as presented in Exhibit B.   It was also agreed, on a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, to appoint Mrs. Arlene Schwenker as Permanent Chair for the Library Election.  It was noted that absentee ballots would be made available.    
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Annual Report for Public and Association Libraries for 2017 as presented in Exhibit C.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Sustainability Policy as presented in Exhibit D.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to purchase computer equipment, (3) Samsung Galaxy Tablets, (3) Samsung Galaxy Cases, (5) ProDesk Computers as presented in Exhibit E at a cost not to exceed $3,014.23.
The Trustees viewed the Trustee Training Video — HATS, Helping All Trustees Succeed, Part II, Open Meetings Law.

The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Report was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Ms. Hare it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session at 6:25 p.m. to discuss matters relating to personnel.
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 7:14 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.
