The meeting was called to order in the Library by the Vice President, Dr. Wroblewski at 6:02 p.m. Mrs. Schechtel, Ms. Hare, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.  Mrs. Fogel  was absent with prior notice.   
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the April 17, 2018 meeting.
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for April.

On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for April.

On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for April.

The Director’s Statistical Report for April was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 822. 
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the May Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
Mr. Horowitz continues to work on the Sustainability Certification Project.  A request for an energy audit was submitted to PSEG.  There will also be a waste audit as part of the certification process.
The Board reviewed the request for scheduled tax payments for 2018-2019 from the North Babylon School Board. On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the tax payment schedule as presented in Exhibit A.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the request for fees associated with audit and related services submitted by the Library’s accounting firm, Baldessari and Coster, LLP for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018 in the amount of $9,000 as presented in Exhibit B.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the revised Carbon Monoxide Detection Policy as presented in Exhibit C.
On a motioin by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the revised Sustainability Policy as presented in Exhibit D.
On a motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to establish a starting salary for a Senior Account Clerk position at $59,900.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposal submitted by Giannini Landscaping for landscaping in the parking lot area at a cost not to exceed $2,320.00 as presented in Exhibit E.

The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Heads Report was noted.
