
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, JUNE 19, 2018
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Mrs. Fogel, at 6:01 p.m.  Dr. Wroblewski, Mrs. Schechtel, Ms. Hare, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.  Mrs. Leibowitz was absent with prior notice.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the May 15, 2018 Board meeting.    
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for May.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for May.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for May.

The Director’s Statistical Report for May was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 823.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the June Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
Mr. Horowitz reported that Governor Cuomo was expected at the North Babylon High School.  Lt. Gov. Hochul represented Governor Cuomo and called for support of the Red Flag Gun Protection bill to be brought to a vote in the New York State Senate before the end of the legislative session.  This bill empowers teachers and administrators to recognize potential student shooter. 
Mr. Horowitz reported on security guard services.  Our current guard, Doug Donahue has resigned.  During his time at the library, he was highly effective in maintaining order in the library with the large number of high school students who come in after school. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the revised By-Laws fo the North Babylon Public Library as presented in Exhibit A.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to establish a Part-Time Senior Account Clerk position.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Dr. Wroblewski, it was unanimously agreed to discard the sofa in the Children’s Room.

The Trustees viewed and discussed the Trustee Training Video —  Helping All Trustees Succeed (HATS) Part 6:  The Director’s Evaluation.

The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head’s Report was noted. 

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to authorize World Strides Education Travel Tours to use the meeting room during the month of June.

On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Dr. Wroblewski, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to enter into executive session to discuss matters relating to personnel issues at 6:24 p.m.
