
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 16, 2018
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the Secretary, Mrs. Leibowitz, at 6:07 p.m.   Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. DeBlasi, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present. Also present were Mr. Dennis Stoner, Accountant from Baldessari and Coster and four members of the public.  Ms. Hare arrived at 6:22 p.m. 
Mrs. Ledesma administered the oath of office for Library Trustee to Mrs. DeBlasi, who was appointed to fill the vacant unexpired term ending June 30, 2021.
The floor was opened for remarks from guests.   One guest addressed the Trustees.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the September 26, 2018 meeting.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for September.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for September.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for September.

The Director’s Statistical Report for September was accepted. 

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 827.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed authorize the payments for the Cultural Programming Fund for October.

The Trustees read a letter from the President of the Board of Trustees, Mrs. Anna Fogel, in which she announced her resignation from the Board effective October 16, 2018.  The Trustees would like to thank Mrs. Fogel for her many years of service as trustee and for her service as Board President.
Mr. Stoner addressed the Board regarding the audit report for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Audit Report for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018, prepared by Baldessari & Coster, the library’s accounting firm, as presented at the September meeting.

Mr. Stoner left the meeting at 6:30 p.m.

The Trustees reviewed the Draft SCLS Proposed Operating Budget for 2019 as presented in Exhibit A.  Member support is anticipated to increase by .5%.  A finalized budget will be presented for approval at the November meeting. 

The Trustees reviewed the Sexual Harassment Policy with an eleven-page addition to fulfill the requirements of New York State. On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the additional Sexual Harassment Policy as presented in Exhibit A.
The Trustee Training Video —  Helping All Trustees Succeed (HATS) Part 8:  Strategic Planning, Part 2 was tabled until the November meeting.
The order of the agenda was suspended to include an additional item for consideration.

On motion by Ms. Hare, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposal submitted by R & D Carpet & Tile Corp. for replacement carpeting around the Circulation Desk at a cost not to exceed $2,355.00 
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Reports were noted. 
One guest addressed the Trustees.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session to discuss matters relating to personnel issues at 6:36 p.m.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Ms. Hare, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 7:50 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.
