The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Ms. Hare, at 6:00 p.m.   Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. DeBlasi, Mrs. Ziegler, Mr. Hester, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the July 16, 2019 Annual Reorganization Meeting and the July 16, 2019 Board Meeting.
On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for July.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for July.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for July.
The Director’s Statistical Report for July was noted. 

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 837.
On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the August Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
The Trustees reviewed and discussed the revised Sustainability Policy.  On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Sustainability Policy as presented in Exhibit A.

The Board discussed and reviewed a contract agreement submitted by USI Consulting Group to perform GASB 75 actuarial calculations.  This is a mandatory state requirement plan for public agencies to calculate post-retirement benefits.  This contract will cover a term of two years. The cost is determined by the number of libraries that participate in the contract with USI through Suffolk Cooperative Library System.  On a motion by Mrs. Ziegler, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to accept the contract at a cost not to exceed $1,850 as presented in Exhibit B.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to approve the payment to Dyanaire Corporation for equipment repairs in the amount of $11,255.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to approve the payment to Campy’s Plumbing in the amount of $3,650.

Mr. Horowitz presented a Trustee Training segment on Ethics and Conflict of Interest.
The Director’s Report was noted.
The Department Head Report was noted.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to authorize Fairfield Greens Owner’s Group to use the meeting room during the month of October, subject to availability. 

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to authorize The Commons at North Babylon to use the meeting room during the month of November, subject to availability. 

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session to discuss personnel matters at 6:22 p.m.
