MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, JUNE 18, 2019
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Ms. Hare, at 6:05 p.m.   Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. Leibowitz, Mrs. DeBlasi, Mrs. Ziegler, Mr. Hester, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2019 Board meeting.    
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for May.

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for May.
On a motion by Mrs. Ziegler, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for May.

The Director’s Statistical Report for May was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Leibowitz, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 835.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to approve the revised May Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to approve the revised June Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
The Board acknowledge the passing of the Board of Trustees past President, Mrs. Anna
Fogel.   Mrs. Fogel served the North Babylon community on the Library Board for nineteen years. She was dedicated to the Library and the community, and was a part of the many improvements not only to Library services, but also the Library building itself throughout her years as a Trustee.  Mr. Horowitz advised the Trustees that food was sent to the family and an arrangement was sent to the funeral home on behalf of the Board of Trustees and the Staff at the Library.
Mr. Horowitz addressed the recent vandalism to the parking lot fence.  Mr. Rivera and Mr. Horowitz were able to make the necessary repairs to the damage section of the fence.
Mr. Horowitz reported that Overdrive usage is up 18%.   Downloads in Overdrive represent 28% of county-wide circulation.  Wyandanch Library did not put up the proposed budget for 2019-2020 to a revote.   The Wyandanch School District scheduled a revote to be held June 18, 2019.  Mr. Horowitz informed the Trustees that Bullet Aid Grants are only available through our Democratic representatives, and presently we do not have any Democratic representation.  Mr. Horowitz advised that he had a patron who was disappointed that we are not open on Sunday through the end of June.  He explained the situation with the Street Fair and we close for Mother’s Day.  Mr. Horowitz noted that there will be a Trustee Workshop in October at Suffolk Cooperative Library System.  A flyer will be distributed to the Trustees in the Board packet for the September Meeting. 
Mr. Horowitz updated the Trustees on the progress with the Library Expansion Project.  H2M, the architectural firm handling the expansion, will be in the Library on Wednesday, June 19, 2019 to survey the building and take required measurements.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Collective Bargaining Agreement with the North Babylon Public Library Staff Association for the period of July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2022.  Including the addition as follows:  Effective July 1, 2019 or the date the Collective Bargaining Agreement that starts on July 1, 2019 is ratified by the Association Membership and the Library Board of Trustees, whichever date is later, the employee share of the contribution shall be paid by each enrolled employee by means of a payroll deduction on a pre-tax basis.
Mr. Horowitz presented a Trustee Training segment on Risk Management.
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head’s Report was noted. 

On a motion by Mrs. Leibowitz, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
n a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to enter into executive session to discuss matters relating to personnel issues at 6:25 p.m.
Mrs. Leibowitz left the meeting at 6:45 p.m.

Mrs. Nicolazzi and Mrs. Ledesma left the meeting at 6:50 p.m.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 7:05 p.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.
