MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 19, 2019
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Ms. Hare, at 6:00 p.m. 
Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. DeBlasi, Mrs. Ziegler, Mr. Hester, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded Mr. Hester, it was agreed to approve the minutes of the October 15, 2019 meeting.
On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programming Fund Treasurer’s Report for October.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for October.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the revised Financial Report for September.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for October.
The Director’s Statistical Report for October was noted.
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler. it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 840. 
On a motion by Mrs. Ziegler, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to approve the revised Disbursements from the October Cultural Programming Fund.

On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the  Disbursements from the November Cultural Programming Fund.

Mr. Horowitz notified the Trustees that Anna Fogel’s nomination for the Ed Wendoll Trustee Award was not successful.  Dennis Flavin, a great selection, was named as the recipient of the award.  Mr. Horowitz reported that the Library received a set of WWI posters through a grant request.   Mr. Horowitz advised the Board that the Little Free Library was vandalized and returned to the Library.  The repairs will be made to restore it and return it to the community.
The Trustees cast individual votes to elect a Trustee to represent the Towns of Babylon and Islip on the SCLS Board in compliance with SCLS By-Laws as presented in Exhibit A.  

The Trustees discussed matters relating to the Suffolk Cooperative Library System.  The proposed SCLS Operating Budget for 2020 was reviewed.    On a motion by Mrs. Ziegler, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the SCLS Operating Budget for 2020 as presented in Exhibit B.
Mr. Horowitz presented Trustee Training on the topic of Planning and Evaluation.
On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed by a roll call vote to approve the resolution to override the tax cap for the fiscal year 2020-2021 budget as presented in Exhibit C.  The resolution is appended to these minutes. 
The Trustees reviewed and discussed a quote from Dell Marketing for two computers to support the financial software upgrade.  On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the request to purchase two Dell Optiplex Desktop Computers as presented in Exhibit D at a cost not to exceed $2,374.55.
The Employee Assistance Program Annual Report for 2018/2019, as presented in Exhibit E was noted.

On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the minimum wage increase mandated by New York State of $13.00 per hour effective 12/31/19.

The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head’s Report was noted. 
On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to approve the Personnel Report as presented.
