
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE NORTH BABYLON PUBLIC LIBRARY HELD ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 21, 2020
The meeting was called to order in the Library by the President, Ms. Hare at 6:04 p.m. Mrs. Schechtel, Mrs. DeBlasi, Mrs. Ziegler, Mr. Hester, Mr. Horowitz, Library Director, Mrs. Nicolazzi, Librarian III, and Mrs. Ledesma, Secretary were present.    There was one member of the public present at the opening of the meeting.  An additional guest arrived at 6:10 p.m.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mrs. DeBlasi, it was unanimously agreed to adopt the minutes of the December 17, 2019 meeting.

On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Cultural Programing Fund Treasurer’s Report for December. 

On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Library Fund Treasurer’s Report for December.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Financial Report for December.

The Director’s Statistical Report for December was noted.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills on General Ledger Trial Balance No. 842.

On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to approve the January Disbursements from the Cultural Programming Fund.
Mr. Horowitz reported that AARP has discontinued providing tax assistance at the Library this year. This was a popular program with patrons.

Mr. Horowitz provided an update on the progress of exterior lighting work.  The electrical contractor is waiting for delivery of the housing shields and will then install them on the existing lamps.
Mr. Horowitz reported on the passing of a former staff member, Florette Jaffie on January 15, 2020.  Florette worked at the Circulation Desk for many years after retiring from the North Babylon School District.
The Trustees discussed matters relating to the 2020 Budget Vote and Election.  On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to approve the dates for the Budget Vote and Election as follows:

The Trustees discussed the proposed operating budget for the 2020/2021 fiscal year. On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Ziegler, it was unanimously agreed to accept the proposed budget for the 2020/2021 fiscal year as presented in Exhibit A. 
Mr. Horowitz advised the Board concerning matters relating to the budget vote and election to be held on April 7, 2020 in the library.  On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed by a roll call vote to approve the resolution and public notice as presented in Exhibit B.  It was further agreed that the legal notice be published as required by statute.  The resolution and public notice are appended to these minutes.  
The Board reviewed and discussed the Message from the Board of Trustees, for publication in the March-April 2020 issue of the library’s newsletter.  On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to accept the Message from the Board of Trustees, March-April 2020, with amendments, as presented in Exhibit C.

Trustee Training on Facilities was completed.
The Director’s Report was noted.

The Department Head Reports were noted.
The floor was opened for remarks from the guests.  One guest addressed the Board.

On a motion by Mr. Hester, seconded by Mrs. Schechtel, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn to executive session at 6:32 p.m. to discuss matters relating to personnel issues.
Mrs. Nicolazzi and Mrs. Ledesma left the meeting at 6:56 p.m.

On a motion by Mrs. Schechtel, seconded by Mr. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn from executive session at 8:46.m. and resume the regular business of the meeting.

On a motion by Mrs. DeBlasi, seconded by Mrs. Hester, it was unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 8:47 p.m.
